Have you always wanted to play the piano? Is your child taking piano lessons, and you would like to keep up?
This twelve-session class will introduce the basics of piano technique, note reading, rhythm, aural skills, folk song
accompaniment and basic chord playing! This fun class will be relaxed and informal and a perfect opportunity for
those who have always wanted to learn the piano, but have never had the time! Classes will be offered in twelve
weekly one-hour sessions.
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Beginning Voice Class for Adults
This small group voice lesson is for choir members and other singers who want to improve their voices. Students
will work on expanding personal voice, range and improving tone quality. This is a good introduction to private
lessons for those who have not previously studied vocal music.
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Are you an adult who has always wanted to experience the joy and challenge of playing the violin? This class is
designed for people with little or no musical experience who have a desire to try the violin. The class will include a
general introduction to holding the instrument and the bow, fundamental concepts of reading music and basic ele-
ments of good sound production. Students may rent a violin outfit from Shar and will be asked to spend twenty
minutes each day practicing the material that is covered in the class.
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This class is for adults who play string instruments that have either no experience or limited experience playing
with other beginning to intermediate level adults. Prerequisite: Completion of Suzuki I or its equivalent.
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
